What is a leisure club?

A leisure club consists of its members and
a committee elected by the members. The
members are not usually paid for their
work in or for the leisure club. You can also
take an active part in club life.

How can | find a leisure club that suits
my interests?

There are a lot of leisure club activities on
offer in the Schwalm-Eder District. Many
municipalities and leisure clubs have their
own website. You can find all the necessa-
ry information there. You can also ask your
Citizen’s Advice Bureau for help.

Membership

You can only use the services of the
leisure club if you are a member.
